Documents of Debretziner Rov, Gerer Rebbe Zt''l, Horav Kaminetzki and others enclosed.

*When there is a legal dispute
between two Jews, halachah dictates
that the disagreement be brought in
front of a bais din, or rabbinical court.
There the dispute is settled according
to time-honored practice, Indeed, the
process is deemed so important that if
a dispute between two Jews is brought
to the civil courts without benefit of a
bais din, it is considered a chillul
Hashem, or denigration of the name
of G-d.

The procedures used in the bais din
process are designed to guarantee that
each party to a dispute will get a fair
and unbiased hearing, and that no one
person can force his opinions onto the
legal process, thereby subverting it.

Imagine, then, how devastating it
would be to have an unjust bais din,
one where the rabbis were dishonest
or corrupt, where they took bribes or
forged ‘signatures or gave unjust,
unjustified rulings or even, Heaven
forbid, profaned the name of G-d.
Iinagine how such a bais din could
ruin the Hves of those it touches, how
it could damage the fabric of the
Jewish  community and  even
undermine the practice of the

Ginsberg has been accused by
Gadolei  Yisroel of having taken
bribes and of having based his rulings
on who could or could not meet his
astronomical financial demands; of
hearing cases in his bais din that were
already being heard in another bais
din, yet another violation of halachah;
and Agudas Harabbonim has even
been accused of arranging to put a
halachic veneer on the committing the
most blatant sin that can not be
explained in writing,

Ginsberg has ignored other rabbis
when they have ruled against him and
he has taken the noble institution of
the bais din and dragged it through
the mud with his injustices.

Although Ginsberg has had his way
for years now, he has not fooled other
rabbis. A prominent rabbi has called
him a ”simpie crook." Ten rabbis, in
a rare display of criticism of a
colleague, accused him of unjust
behavior and called for an
investigation.  Rabbis have often
pulled their names from Ginsberg's
decisions when they found out how
they were deceived, how he uses half-
traths and outright lies to fool them
into cooperating with his continuing
outrages,

Additionally, Rabbi Kamenetzsky

Gadoleil Yisroel, including the great
Rabbi Moshe Feinstein, zt"l, and it
was once an honor to be a member.

This prompted a letter from the
President of the joseph School, telling
Ginsberg that his claim to this
position "constitutes a wrongful act”
and insisting that Ginsberg desist
from claiming any conpection to the
school, to which he had been
connected In a minor way some 20
years before, However, despite this
clear repudiation of Ginsberg's claim,

In cases before Ginsberg, however,
it is often not done this way, but
instead Ginsberg himself sets a price
against one partner only, who must
then pay Ginsberg's asking price for
the other's share.

Unforunately, all this does not
have to be imagined, because there is
a bais din, Agudas Harabbonim, run
by a rabbi so corrupt, so unfair, whose
decisions are so offensive, that the
fact that he continues to give
decistons ouly furthers his corruption
of the name of G-d. This charlatan's
name is Hersh M. Ginsberg, and for
the suke of klal yisroel, he must be
exposed.

The corruption that Giasberg is
accused of by Gadolei Yisroel seems
to  know no limis. Agudas
Harabbonim under Ginsberg's
direction has been accused of: forging
the signatures of other rabbis; making
rulings against the accepted norms
and standards used by honest botei
din; making rulings with two rabbis
present or even with only Ginsberg
himself, without notifying the other
side, in clear confraventicn of
accepted practice; faking Ginsberg's
credentials and attempting to make
people confuse his organization with
far greater organizations; and going
to court himself, and that his
organization issues false heterim to go
to court instead of to bais din when it
serves Ginsberg's interest, even when
it was mesirah, in -clear violation of
the halachic prohibition against doing
just that,

Rabbis have often
pulled their names from Ginsherg's
decisions when they found out how
they were deceived, how he uses half-
truths and outright lies to fool them
inta cooperating with his continuing
outrages.

Additionally, Rabbi Kamenetzsky
z¢"l is reported to have split off from
Agudas “Harabbonim so as not (o
support Ginsberg's corruptions, and it
is clear from the documents related (o
this matter that Rabbi Kamenelzsky
belicved Agudas Harabbonim under
Ginsberg's control to be engaged in
fraud. Both the Gerer Rebbe and
Rabbi Kamenetzsky 20"t are believed
to have urged their followers to
initiate other bais din s0 as to escape
unjust  trials. Although - Rabbi
Kamenetzsky 7”1 established Merkaz
Harabbonim,  clearly  distancing
himself from Agudas Harabbonim, he
never made public either his
disagreements with Ginsberg or his
withdrawal from Agudas
Harabbonim. However, the reports
regarding Rabbi Kamenetzsky in this
matier are very common, and can be
easily corroborated by a reader who
does a modest amount of asking
around.

All other claims in this paper are
opinions derived from a close
examination of the documentary
evidence. It is up to the reader to
examine that evidence himself, and
verify the truth before signing
arbitration papers with Ginsberg.

The History
Agudas Harabbonim was started by

President of the Joseph School, telling
Gingberg that his claim to  this
position “constitutes a wrongful act”
and insisting that Ginsberg desist
from claiming any connection to the
school, to which he had been
connected In a minor way some 20
years before. However, despite this
clear repudiation of Ginsberg's claim,
the claim continues to appear on
Ginsberg's stationery.

How such an obnoxious man with
such unimpressive credentials reached
a position of such importance is one
of the mysteries of this whole
situation, but what is most clear is that
Ginsberg is not qualified for the
position he has somehow come to
hold.

- The Cases

Each of the following cases is fully
documented, and the documents can
be examined by anyone who wishes
to do so, to arrive al your own
conclusion. But these cases are only
the proverbial tip of the iceberg,
because for every corruption that
comes to light, there are a half-dozen
that never become known, because of
Ginsberg's skiliful use of his title and
position to force people to accept his
unjust decisions.

1 - Injustice. For example, there
was a certain case involving the
dissolution of a partnership. Where
partners are unable fo get along,
halachah dictates that one of the
partners has to buy the other out by
bidding for the other's share. Bidding
against each other is considered the
fairest way to determine fair value for
a property.

unresolved, as the partner in question
has refused to meet Ginsberg's
outrageously unfair appraisal and has
called for civil court intervention.
However, since this is a binding
arbitration, the courts consistently rule
that one has to listen to the decision of
the arbiter, and the full force of civil
law, including possibie jail time, will
be used to enforce Ginsberg's unjust
decision. Ginsberg's victim will then
finally have no choice bul o pay
Ginsberg's declared value for a
property worth much less.  As a
matter of fact, the only reason the
aggrieved party is not in jail even now
is because she has been. able to prove
to the courts that she simply doesn'(
have the money to meel Ginsberg's
demands. If not for this, the litigant
would actually be in jail right now,
for refusing to abide by Ginsberg's
unjust decision.

In a similar case, where Ginsberg
made an unjust decision in flagrant
contravention of halachic norms and
standards, three  Gadolim (the
Debreciner Rav, the Rosh Koliel of
Ger Rabbi Elya Fisher and the Yoker
Rav shlit’a) later overruled his
decision on the basis that it was had
obviously been made by a corrupt
bais din. Ginsberg was called in front
of the second bais din to defend his
decision, the possible end of which
might have been the loss of his right
to hear cases. But despite the stature
of the gadolim who issued the
summons, Ginsberg refused (o appear
before the second bais din, and has
kept the original case tied up in civil
court for years at great expense to the

litigants, simply because he refuses to
abide by the practices commonly
accepted by all other batei din to
arrive at fair value. The courts are
full of such complaints against
Ginsberg's arbitrary setting of "value”
in cases Ginsberg has judged,

2 - Improper practice. In a bais din
procedure, accepted practice is that
there are three rabbis, two of whom
(known as borerim) represent  the
digputants  and one of whom is
neutral. Each borer argues the Law
for his side and tries to convince the
third, neutral rabbi.  This is to
guarantee that each side will get a fair
hearing and that no one person can
force his opinions on the bais din,
subverting the fegal process.

In several cases, Ginsberg issued
decisions with both  parties
represented and three rabbis, and then
made subsequent decisions in the
same case without proper notice to the
defendant and without allowing the
defendant to examine the evidence or
defend himself in any way., It is
clearly forbidden to accept evidence
without the other side's presence; yet
in one case, Ginsberg has issued eight
separate decisions, each different and
crueler than the previous one. And
never, since the very first case, has the
litigant against whom this injustice
has been committed ever been
notified of any further charges being
brought.

Sometimes, Ginsburg. can even
claim that, since the litigants signed
for  arbitaration  with  Agudas
Harabbonim, it is no longer necessary
for other rabbis to be present, since he
"is" Agudas Harabbonim. It is also
not unheard of for Ginsberg to claim
that three rabbis were involved in the
decisions. up to and inclidine havine

both Rabbi Kreiswirth and Rabbi
Hirshprung-Grand Rabbi of Montreal
shlita, Agudas  Harabbonim
rhotocopied the signatures of these
gadolim from a previous document
and glued them to another, completely
unrelated order bearing the letterhead
of Agudas Harabbonim. When the
gadolim found out about Ginsberg's
deception, they sent  letters
specifically stating that they had not
in any way been involved in the
decision they were supposed to have
signed. They further questioned the
integrity of someone who would so
biatantly falsify Rabbis' signatures on
bais din stationery for self-interest,

4 - Bribery: OQutrageous and

Inappropriate Fees Charged;

Extortion. Accepted bais din custom
states that either no payments are
allowed for a bais din's services or
that such payments must be moderate,
to recompense the court for money
that might have been earned over the
duration of the case. Yet Ginsberg
charges, indeed demands, exorbitant
payments for providing bais din
services, in complete violation of this
law.

This threatens the entire structure
of trust on which the bais din process
relies. Clearly, when one charges for
"justice” not in accordance with
halachah, those who can afford it will
get more of it,

This  has apparently already
happened in Ginsberg's bais din.
Rabbis who have been involved in
specific cases feel very strongly that
Ginsberg  "must have" accepted
bribes, and that the decisions
Ginsberg made could only have been
made due to the corrupting influence
of payments made to him by one of

the decision of Ginsberg's bais din,
Ginsberg demands ever increasing
payments, and if the litigant is unable
to come up with the payments,
Ginsberg simply rules against him.
This can only be described by its
rightful name -- extortion.

.5 - Chiliu] Hashem., When there
cases in which Ginsberg is personally
involved, he thinks nothing of
running to the civil courts without a
heter from an independent rabbi. But
if someone else, G-d forbid, doesn't
appear at his bais din, he will haunt
that person with siruvs.

One case involved $2-3 million yet
Ginsberg found it perfectly okay to
pursue the case in civil court, which
might involve opening up the books
of a congregation in court, without a
heter from an independent bais din.
This is a blatant sin rarely committed
by an Orthodox Jew, and probably
unprecedented for a Rabbi. Only after
Ginsberg lost the case in civil court
did he agree to go to a bais din.

6 - Immorality. The most
abominable of Ginsberg's injustices
occur in cases of divorce, where
Ginsberg has allowed the pursuit of
indescribable sin to rule his decisions.
He has actually dared to give a
halachic imprimatur to clear cases of
immorality and bigamy.

Our sages tell us that one of the
harbingers of the coming of Moshiach
will be a bais vaad that promotes
“immorality”, (Bais Vaad Yiyah
L'Znus, Sotah 49b) -- if this is so, then
we must truly be in the Messianic age,
because these sages must have been
prophesying Ginsberg's bais din,
because within the Orthodox Jewish
community his is the only known
bais vaad actively promoting such

without having divorced his first wife.

These laws have made it no longer
necessary for women of European
desceni 1o negotiate a monetary
settlement before her wedding. In
order te comply with talmudic law, of
course, a ritual kesubah is stiil
prepared and given to the bride at the
wedding. However, the pre-
negotiated  seftlement in case a
husband might decide to abandon his
wife has been obsolete since the
introduction of Rabbeinu Gershom's
laws,

Rabbeinu = Gershom  zt”l  did,
however, in his wisdom, allow for a
few exceptions to his laws, These
include the inability of the first wife
to have children within ten years of
the marriage; or her severe physical or
mental  incompetency; or  her
immodesty; - or  her refusal to
cooperate with a bais din; all of these
apply only after the woman has been
warned about her behavior by the bais
din. Even then, 100 rabbis from all
around the world are needed to
approve the decision (known as heter
meah rabbonim), in order to make
sure that power or favoritism does not
enter into this unfortunate situation.

In the «cases that Agudas
Harrabbonim has handled, the women
are perfectly normal, so clearly the
entire procedure was unwarranted, but
the husbands wanted second wives, so
the rabbis of Agudas Harabbonim
worked their fax machine into a whirl,
trying to trick 100 rabbis into signing
onto the campaign for indescribable
filth.

It seems Ginsberg
gave the Kosoner Rav shlit”a papers
to sign, which Rabbi Rottenberg
assumed was the original decision.
However, Ginsberg later put in other
clauses, of which Rabbi Rottenberg
never was made aware. Again, these
cases often involve legally binding
arbitration, meaning that the loser has
to obey Ginsberg's egregious
decisions or risk sanction, including
jail time, under civil law.

In contravention of the clearly
established  procedure - that calls
calling for three rabbis to sign a p'suk
{decision) by a bais din, Ginsberg has
made many decisions with only two
signatures on them or even only by
himself, meaning that the borer, who
would normally argue the case for the
defendant, is kept out of the entire
process, to the clear detriment of the
defense.

3 - Forgery. In a case involving his
own interest and that of one of his
relatives, Agudas Harabbonim under
Ginsberg forged the signatures of

This has apparently already
happened in Ginsberg's bais din.
Rabbis who have been involved in
specific cases feel very strongly that
Ginsberg "must have" accepted
bribes, and that the decisions
Ginsberg made could only have been
made due to the corrupting influence
of payments made to him by one of
the parties involved. Similarly, the
Rosh Yeshiva of Ger, Rabbi
Pierkowski shlit”a, criticized
Ginsberg for “skyrocketing and
improper demands for payment" and
has said that Ginsberg made an
“unjust decision" in a case in which
one of the litigants could not afford to
make such payments. The Gerer
Rosh Yeshiva went on to say that the
decision was so cruel that even
Ginsberg admitted it was unjust.

This whole practice of selling
justice to the highest bidder clearly
calls into question Ginsberg's integrity
and implies that he makes decisions to
benefit a person who is able to come
up with the right amount of money.
And this is only to mention monies
that are known about. What goes on
under the table is anybody's guess.
And Rabbis accuse Ginsberg of
blatant bribery! It's no wonder Rabbi
Schick has called Ginsberg "a simple
crook."

The taking of exorbitant fees also
interferes with the halachic directive
to move cases through the bais din
process as quickly as possible. If a
court is charging by the hour, there is
a motive for prolonging a case, which
Ginsberg consistently does.

This also leads to a situation where,
once a party has agreed to abide by

This agreement was
documented in a contract called a
kesubah, which the woman received
from her husband on their wedding
night.

The kesubah was considered so
important that the Rabbis ruled that
no one is allowed to remain in a
marriage without one. This is to
ensure that Jewish woman are
respected and protected, and are not
“thrown around."

It is the custom among Sephardic
women {o this day to negotiate before
marriage a predetermined amount in
settiement in the event her husband
should decide to leave her. Very few,
if any, Sephardic women would agree
to accept the minimum stated in the
Talmud (200 zuz) as a settlement.

Women of European descent are

granted a different arrangement.
Under laws written and perpetuated
by Rabbeinu Gershom zt'l, a man
cannot divorce his wife against her
will, nor can he take another wife

the rabbis of Agudas Harabbonim
worked their fax machine into a whirl,
trying to trick 100 rabbis into signing
onto the campaign for indescribable
filth.

In one particular case, the man
wishing ‘to take another wife went to
one bais din, and when he didn't like
the results he was getting there,
dropped out of it and went running to
Agudas Harabbonim. This s

completely against halachah and
accepted practice, but Ginsberg
accepted the case anyway. It's

difficult to imagine why he would
take such a case, unless it was simply
to promote tha most blatant sin and
instincts.

Ginsberg sent hazmonous
(summons) despite the woman's
protestations that the case was already
heard in another bais din. And,
despite the fact that the woman was
the defendant in the case before
Agudas Harabbonim, and that the
defendant normally has the advantage
in such a case, by virtue of being able
to say who will constitute the bais din,
but Ginsberg’s hazmonous kept
coming. With the help of another
crony of Agudas Harabbonim (Aryeh
Ralbag, the Rabbi of Young Isracl of
Avenue K /K> *), a heter meah
rabbonim was finally issued.

The woman in this case was
completely normal, her only “crime"
being her reluctance to submit to
Ginsberg's unjust bais din, what is
known in English slang as a
"kangaroo court.” - If the woman
comes into Ginsberg's bais din, his
decision is sure to be unjust and she
will forced to abide by. it; if she



doesn't appear, he will make his
unjust decisions in her absence. In
other words, she's dammed if she does
and damned if she doesn't.

When other prominent rabbis
found out about the tricks Ginsberg
and/or Ralbag had used in getting the
heter they of course removed their
signatures from the decision, but by
then it was too late. The immorality
continues.

~ Ginsberg has consistently
attempted to shift blame in cases of
false heterim , saying that Agudas
Harabbonim didn't issue the heter,
only others such as Ralbag who acted
on his own, but this protest rings
false. Ralbag is well known as a
crony of Ginsberg, so if Ginsberg
were to come out publicly against
Ralbag and his decision the false
heterim would fall apart immediately.
As long as Ginsberg cooperates and
protects Ralbag the abuse of women
continues. Also, Ginsberg's claim in
the above case that Agudas
Harabbonim never signed the heter
meah rabbonim is contradicted by
Rabbis Kreiswirth Grand Rabbi of
Antwerp and Halpern of England
shlit"a, who write that it was Agudas
Harabbonim that didn't tell the whole
truth in this matter and that they had
been misled.

In another case, the woman in
question was in negotiations with
Ginsberg while Ralbag, well-known
as one of Ginsberg's cohorts, issued a
heter in the very case Ginsberg was
negotiating! - Ralbag never sent the
woman a notice to appear, in clear
violation of halachah.
was only informed that Ralbag's bais
din was operative after it was already

The woman

letters from - her stating that she
wanted a representative at any din
torah.

Ginsberg admits that the heter in
this case is wrong but simply states
that he did not issue the heter, that all
complaints should be directed to
Ralbag. In this way, Ginsburg is able
to claim that he has nothing to with
the unjust heter, even though Ralbag,
who issued “the heter, relies on
Ginsberg's  hazmonous. When
Ginsberg was asked to issue a letter
stating that the woman was in contact
with  him  during  the heter
process,making  sure - that  she
answering his questions satisfactorily,
he simply says: Leave me alone I'm
not involved. Agudas Harabonim did
not sign the heter! This is a trick used
to dishonor Jewish daughters, break
up families, betray Rabbeinu
Gershom and give men "halachic”
permission to follow their basest
instincts on the backs of women and
helpless children. As a matter of fact,
Aryeh and “Rebetzen” Ralbag are
reported to have escorted the "freed”
husband to Israel a week after the
heter was issued, [included in fee?)]
where he married his second wife
away from America's civil bigamy
laws.

Often, as soon as the rabbis Ralbag
and/or Ginsberg trick into approving
their injustices hear about the many
peculiarities of these cases, they begin
to withdraw their names from his
decision. This especially happens in
cases of so-called "divorce”. But the
rabbis have to find out about the
situation for themselves, because
Agudas Harabbonim won't tell the
women who the rabbis are, won't give
access to their names or their

The Gerer Rabbi and Rabbi Elya
Fischer called on their followers to
start their own bais din, because they
couldn't stand the pain honest people
were being put through when they fall
into the hands of "unjust rabbis."

Rabbi Kamenetzsky zt"l, the gadol
yisroel,is assumed to have started his
own bais din, so as to enable his Jews
to escape Ginsberg.

Rabbi Pierkowski shlit”a said that
Ginsberg has misled the civil courts
with false information about the cases
in which Ginsberg was involved, and
that Ginsberg should no longer have
the right to enforce his decisions in
the civil courts due to his incessant
misinterpretation of Jewish law.

Rabbi Tendler shlit”a says that if
Ginsberg were forced to live on what
he's halachically entitled to charge for
his bais din services, "he would die of
hunger,” - In the same statement,
Rabbi Tendler said that if one falls
into the clutches of "false rabbis,” one
is not responsible for the outcome.
This is especially meaningful because
Rabbi Tendler shlit’a is the son-in-
law of the greai Rabbi Feinstein zt"l,
and Ginsberg claims that he is
somehow the “successor” to Rabbi
Feinstein zt”L, simply because he was
left with the keys to Agudas
Harabbonim after Rabbi Feinstein's
death.

Rabbi Rottenberg-the Kosener Rav
shlit’a, who has been the victim of
several of Ginsberg's falsehoods, has
been trying to get Ginsberg into bais
din for years, to publicly expose

-Ginsberg's deceits, but Ginsberg has

so far refused to face up to his deeds
in court.

According to an article that
appeared in 1992 in "Yisroel

including Rabbi Elya Fischer, the
Rosh Kollel of Ger, the Gerer Rosh
Yeshiva and the Gaon of Debrecin
shlit"a ali called for an investigation
into Ginsberg's practices, in the
expectation that such an investigation
would culminate in the stripping of
Ginsberg's right to rule on halachic
matters. Although this request was
never acted upon, such an
extraordinary position taken by some
of the greatest gadolim of the age
indicates that, at the very least,
something is very rotten here.

Many people also believe that
Ginsberg's Agudas Harabbonim is
connected with some way with
Agudas Yisroel, due to their similar
names, and Ginsberg makes his living
from this misperception. But nothing
could be further from the truth. With
confusion in the public mind,
Ginsberg is able to lure potential
victims by convincing people that he
is honest and trustworthy.
